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2. Overview

Connect a DVD, VCR, or satellite receiver to a digital audio home theater using
unshielded twisted-pair cable (UTP) instead of costly and bulky coaxial cable. The
Audio Digital Balun allows the digital audio signals produced by these consumer or
commerical audio devices to be transmitted via a single unshielded twisted-pair
(UTP) cable.

Used in pairs, the Audio Digital Balun connects directly to the digital audio
equipment. Connect the digital audio source up to 600 feet (182.9 m) away from a
digital audio decoder/amplifier. The balun provides built-in cable strain relief for
easy installation and reliable connectivity.
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3. Installation

To install the Audio Digital Baluns, follow these steps:

1. Identify the balun’s pin configuration (the screw terminal’s pins are labeled
Tip and Ring). One twisted pair is required. Although the Audio Digital
Balun is not polarity sensitive, be sure to use straight-through wiring (Ring to
Ring, Tip to Tip) to eliminate potential ground-loop problems.

2. The Audio Digital Baluns work in pairs. Plug one balun into the digital audio
source’s digital audio output (RCA connector).

3. Plug the second balun into the digital audio decoder/amplifier’s digital audio
output (RCA connector) at the remote end.

4. Connect the two baluns together, using twisted pair cabling, as shown in
Figure 3-2.

5. Power on the digital audio equipment. Make sure that all audio channels are
being received.




4. Troubleshooting

4.1 Potential Problems
Symptom: No audio.

Probable Causes/Solutions:

1. EMI interference. Check that the wiring is not too close to transformers or
ballasts.

2. Maximum distance (600 ft. [182.9 m]) is exceeded. Verify the cable length
between the two baluns.

3. Split pair. If the UTP pairs are split, correct the problem. Each signal pair
must be twisted.

4. Power is off. Check the digital audio equipment’s power supplies.
Symptom: Missing channels.

Probable Causes/Solutions: There is a cabling problem between the
decoder/amplifier and the audio speakers. Check the audio speaker cabling.

Symptom: Intermittent static noise on one or more channels.

Probable Causes/Solutions: Distance (600 ft. [182.9 m]) exceeded or unusual
cable attenuation. Check the cable distance and cable grade.

4.2 Calling Black Box

If you determine that your Audio Digital Balun is malfunctioning, do not attempt
to alter or repair the unit. It contains no user-serviceable parts. Contact Black Box
at 724-746-5500.

4.3 Shipping and Packaging
If you need to transport or ship your Audio Digital Balun:
* Package it carefully. We recommend that you use the original container.
